1. What is the purpose of the outing (fun, high adventure, general camping, advancement, etc.)?

2. What are the objectives (what will we do on the outing)? Are the activities permitted by the Guide to Safe Scouting (Manual available online)?
3. Transportation:  How will you get there and back? (modes and routes)
4. How will the scouts dress (Class A/B, any specialty clothing) When we travel or do the event in public, we usually wear the Class A uniform.  Is this outing different? Should we make special considerations?

5. Do you need to reserve any facilities, campsites, trail permits, or purchase tickets ahead of time? If so, how much lead time will you need?

6. When do you think you should start talking to the troop about this outing for it to be successful (usually two months)?

7. Is there any special personal gear or preparations required by the scouts who will be attending (cold weather gear, bikes, for example)?

8. Are there any weather considerations that may affect having or completing the outing?

9. A rough guess: How much do you think this outing will cost the scouts? (Consider camping expenses, transportation, meals, any other costs)

10. Will the Patrol Method be used, or will there be some other grouping of scouts? On campouts, our troop policy is to use the patrol method unless circumstances strongly suggest that another arrangement is preferable (with Scoutmaster Approval).
11. Are there any limitations on the number of scouts who can participate (like back country hikes)?

12. What sort of camping situation will this be? (Backpacking, car camp, state park, national park, BSA Camp, etc.)

13. Will this outing involve any activities giving scouts an opportunity for advancement?  If so, what?

14. What facilities will you have available where you are staying (restrooms, showers, garbage, water, etc.)?

15. Are there any special troop equipment requirements for the outing (snow gear, etc.)?

16. Will you be able to have fires, and will you have a campfire program (with or without fire)?

17. Will you be camping on a Sunday, and will you have an interfaith worship service on Sunday morning?  (We almost always do unless there are special circumstances)
18. If there is hiking involved, is the route within the ability of the entire troop, or will you need to restrict participation?  Research the route.  Is it accessible at the time you have planned the hike (in terms of snow cover, storm damage, etc.)?
19. Are there any other special aspects of the outing that you need to consider as you plan it?
